He even called
himself the “chief ” of sinners (v.15).

We too were once separated from the Lord because of our sin and were
considered His enemies (Romans 5 v 10; Colossians 1 v 21). But when
we confessed our sin and acknowledged our need for His forgiveness,
He cleansed us and made us new.

Those of us who have known the Lord for many years may have the
tendency to forget what we’ve been rescued from and forgiven of.
Sharing about our past and current failures and giving praise to God for
forgiveness will help us not to come across as “holier-than-thou” to
people who don’t yet know the Lord.

The truth is we’ve all been guilty of plenty, and God deserves the glory
for His mercy toward us.
